The Greenwich Bay Sailing Association (GBSA) and the East Greenwich Yacht Club is
proud to host the 2011 Club 420 Association/CJ Buckley National Jr. Team Race
Championship.

1. Dates and Venue

The 2011 Club 420 Association/CJ Buckley National Jr. Team Race Championship will
be held with racing from Monday, August 1 through Wednesday, August 3, 2011. The
venue will be Goddard Memorial Park, East Greenwich, RI.

2. Organization and Rules

2.1 The regatta will be organized by the Greenwich Bay Sailing Association (GBSA) and
the East Greenwich Yacht Club in conjunction with the Club 420 Association and will be
sailed under the Club 420 Association Rules and “rules” as defined in the current Racing
Rules of Sailing (RRS).

2.2 Appendix D will apply.

2.3 No contestant shall use, either on or off the water, alcoholic beverages (beer, wine or
distilled spirits) or use any controlled substance (marijuana, cocaine, etc) the possession of
which is unlawful. This prohibition is in effect during the entire event, from date and time of
arrival through date and time of departure at Goddard Memorial Park for the event. Penalties
for a violation of the prohibition may range from a reprimand to dismissal from the regatta. A
Racing Rules. The hearing officers may also recommend further action under Rule 69. The
officers for a hearing regarding a violation of this prohibition will consist of the Chief Judge,
acting as chairperson of the hearing and the Jury. The Event Chairperson shall serve ex-officio
as a non-voting member of the panel and will have a right to express his or her views during
the course of the hearing process.

2.4 A team will consist of a maximum of four boats, with a maximum of two individuals per
boat. Skippers and crews are permitted to rotate positions and boats within their team.



3. Eligibility and Entry

3.1 Competitors are required to be current members of the Club 420 Association, and must not
turn 19 during the 2011 calendar year.

3.2 Registration for the Regatta is a 3 part process which must be completed online by each
competitor. Each competitor must identify his/her team name at the time of registration. Each
team may consist of 3 or 4 boats with 2 competitors in each boat.

Part 1 - Fill out the online registration form.

Part2 - Submit entry fee payment online (based on date of registration) as noted below in 3.3.
Part 3 - Download Consent, Waiver and Medical Forms. Complete and sign all forms and
upload to registration website.

Teams must have completed and submitted all parts of the registration form together with all
fees and the names of the competitors for their team by 8 PM Sunday, July 31, 2011.

3.3 Entry Fees: The entry fee is $120 per boat, if payment and the registration are completed
online by July 15, 2011. Registrations completed between July 16 and by July 31, 2011 is
$150 per boat. Registration closes for the event at 8 PM on Sunday, July 31, 2011. Entry fee
includes light breakfast and lunch each day, dinner Monday and Tuesday night after races,
event t-shirt, trophies, and team photos.

3.4 Team Limit: This regatta is capped at 36 teams, admitted on a first-come first-served basis.
Afler 36 teams have entered, a waitlist will be created. Waitlisted teams may be entered at the
discretion of regatta management and the PRO. Team registration will not be complete until
the entry fee for at least 3 boats and the paperwork for at least 6 participants has been
submitted online.

4. Format of the Regatta. The format for this regatta will be determined in the Sailing
Instructions.
